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In my editor's note above I provided a link to Mark 
Parent's June 12th, 2007 "Army admits it dumped 64 
million pounds of chemical weapons at sea". I have 
included a link here as well because I feel it is a 
subject of great import. I do hope you take the time to 
do research on the subject. When Jim Nollman sent 
me this link, the title of the e-mail read "We are not 
amused." This is putting it politely to be sure.

This is not the only environmental ethics issue 
currently being debated. On June 25th, 2007, 
Katherine Kitts of News 1130 published her article 
"Vancouver Aquarium rewords bylaw about capturing 
marine mammals". The brief article is one of many 
stories covering the controversy over the Vancouver 
Park Board's decision to change the bylaws about 
when animals can be brought into the Vancouver 
Aquarium. Previously only injured animals could be 
brought in. Now any "animal in distress" can be 
brought to the aquarium. Animal activists, like No 
Whales in Captivity, claim that the definition of an 
animal in distress is too ambiguous and that this 
bylaw will result in healthy animals being put into 
captivity, but Park Board officials claim that the 
Aquarium will not make any morally questionable 
choices. 

On a happier note, reader Richard Waters sent me a 
link to a July 11th story in The Daily Mail entitled "20 
surfing dolphins line up to catch a wave." The article 
details the exploits of tourist-friendly dolphins in 
Western Australia away from the tourists. It is 
accompanied by many aesthetically pleasing 
photographs of the dolphins swimming. 

Finally, whether you are a horticulturist, a botanist, a 
biologist, a musician or just a curious soul, you 
should find some interest in the concept of Sonic 
Bloom. Apparently they are using sound waves to 
grow plants!
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
